TOUR ITINERARY 
Saturday 23rd February 
Fly to Christchurch this morning. Transfer on arrival to 
Peppers Clearwater Resort for the next 2 nights. This 
evening enjoy our “Welcome Dinner” at the resort. 
 
Sunday 24th February 
Clearwater Resort Golf Club holds the New Zealand 
PGA Championship in mid-February, so it should be in 
peak condition for our round of golf today. 
 
Monday 25th February 
Travel to Terrace Downs near Methven and Mount Hutt 
this morning for golf on this spectacular course. It 
harmonises with and enhances the natural beauty of the 
area. Overnight at Terrace Downs Resort. 

 
Tuesday 26th February 
Our journey today offers some spectacular scenery on the 
way to Queenstown. Stop for lunch at Tekapo, overlooking 
the lake. If the weather’s good, those interested have the 
opportunity to take a flight over Mount Cook. Stay for 5 
nights at  Peppers at the Beacon Resort. 
 
Wednesday 27th February 
Golf today at the beautiful Queenstown Golf Club, known 
locally at Kelvin Heights. Located just across from 
Queenstown, the course is all but surrounded by the deep 
blue waters of Lake Wakatipu, offering one of the most 
spectacular lake and mountain views in the world. 
 
Thursday 28th February 
Today’s golfing experience is at the renowned Millbrook 
Resort. Designed by Sir Bob Charles, it is set amidst a 
spectacular alpine amphitheatre. Measuring 6,412 metres 
from the back tees the design emphasises the natural 
features of the site with each hole having it’s own 
particular identity in terms of both strategy and landscape 
setting. This evening cruise aboard the SS Earnslaw to 
Walter Peak Station for a delicious country-style dinner. 
 
Friday 29th February 
Day at leisure to explore some of the many activities 
available in this beautiful area of the country. 
 
Saturday 1st March 
Jack’s Point Golf Club, is a new course near Kelvin 
Heights that can best be described as mountain links, as it 
winds its way through a variety of topography and 
landscapes. 
 
 
 

Sunday 2nd March 
Take a scenic drive around Lake Wakatipu to Manapouri 
for an overnight cruise on Doubtful Sound. The cruise 
takes us the length of the fjiord past breathtaking scenery to 
the open sea. 
 
Monday 3rd March 
After disembarkation, travel to Dunedin, which has a 
distinctly Scottish feel about it. 2 nights at the Southern 
Cross Hotel. 
 
Tuesday 4th March 
Golf today at Otago Golf Club, better known as 
Balmacewen. New Zealand’s oldest golf club, it is still 
ranked as one of the country’s best – a great testament to 
the foresight of its designers. 
 
Wednesday 5th March 
This morning we travel up the East Coast to Christchurch. 
We will stop along the way to view the amazing Moeraki 
Boulders (rare spherical rocks over 1.5 metres in diameter). 
3 nights at Rydges Christchurch Hotel. 
 
Thursday 6th March 
Golf today at Christchurch Golf Club (Shirley), 
recognised as the premier members course in the area. With 
excellent fairways, bunkers, water hazards and beautiful 
greens, it’s a great test and most enjoyable experience. 
 
Friday 7th March 
Our final game of golf is back at Clearwater Golf & 
Country Club – A great course to finish a memorable tour.  
  
Enjoy our farewell dinner this evening at the hotel. 
 
Saturday 8th March 
After breakfast, transfer to the airport for your flight home.
